of…Cher?! True story!

Now take the fabric collection inspired by the quilt in our great quilt story, stitch it all together 
with some help from quilt historian, author, and expert teacher Betsy Chutchian, and you’ve got 
an heirloom!

Through the block-of-the-
month program, you’ll have 
a chance to learn and use 
several different applique 
techniques as well as 
foundation paper piecing,
